Amount of insurance under the insurance contract shall be established by agreement of the Parties
in the amount of total (annual) limit of liability with respect to loss covered by insurance in the
aggregate of all cases within one-year time period of insurance coverage.

1. Insuring of drilling operations, including civil liability while executing drilling
operations

SECTION A. "LOSS OF CONTROL OVER WELL"

When concluding the contract under this provision, the expenses of the Insurant (the Beneficiary)
shall be reimbursed:

1. in connection with restoring control or attempts to restore control over wells, specified in the
insurance contract, control over which was lost,

2. in connection with fire fighting or attempts to extinguish fire at the well, specified in the
insurance contract, when such fire takes place on surface or above water plane,

3. in connection with fire extinguishing in any other wells, if fire occurs as result of losing control
over such well, listed in the insurance contract, if this is required for restoring control over such
well, ;

4. in connection with fire extinguishing or attempt to extinguish any other fire, which occurred in
the insured territory, which carries threat of losing control over well, or combust of well, listed in
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the insurance contract,
5. in connection of intentional incendiary fire at well beyond control.

SECTION B. REPEATED WELL DRILLING

Expenses to be reimbursed are the expenses, born on recovery or repeated drilling of the
well, specified in the insurance contract or any section of the well in case if well (well section)
loss or damage occurred as the result of loss of control over the well or due to interzonal
commuication.

SECTION C. CIVIL LIABILITY OF THE INSURER (parties, whose liability risks are
insured) for harm to life, health and/or property of the 3" parties, as well as contamination
of environment as a result of control over wells, specified in the insurance contract.

The insurance case for Section C is harm to life, health, property of 3" parties, environment,
resulting from contamination or infection, resulting from loss of control over wells, specified in the
insurance contract.

As per Section C, the Insurer, specified in the insurance contract on civil liability
insurance, shall reimburse the following expenses within the insurance amount:

a) expenses, which the Insurant (party, whose liability risk is insured), must bear for reimbursement
of harm to life, health, property of the 3" party, environment, resulting from spill, contamination or
infection, source of which is the well beyond control, specified in the insurance contract, including
cost of recovery operations in respect of the 3™ parties property, environment;

6) expenses born for removal, destruction or cleaning of 3™ parties’ property, environment from
contaminating or infecting substances, source of which is well beyond control, which is listed in
the insurance contract, including expenses on containment and/or deflection of such substances
and/or prevention of transfer of such substances onto shore or such attempts.

Damage to electricity transmission lines as a result of wires and overhead ground-wire
cables swinging. Swinging of wires and overhead ground-wire cables means swinging of
wires (cables) with large amplitude and low frequency caused by combined influence of
wind and icing of the wires, cables.

supply systems, as well as fire extinguisher system. When insuring buildings and structures,
in addition to the damage caused to the building (structure) itself, the cost of removing
damaged pipeline, defrosting of pipes located within the building (structure), resulted in an
accident, shall also be reimbursed, as well as repair of damage of the apparatus, instruments
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and devices, such as valves, tanks, baths, radiators, boilers, water heaters, etc., directly
connected to the damaged pipelines.

12. Damage to property as a result of short circuit.

13. Fall of trees, poles, light poles and other objects onto the property.

14. Other risks, which are not excluded by this Contract.

15. Breakdown of vehicles and equipment.

The insurer shall reimburse contingencies (losses) for repair or replacement of the insured
property in the event of failure (breakdown) or loss. Under failure (breakdown) or loss of vehicles
and equipment shall be meant disturbance of their operating condition or loss as a result of effect
of internal or external factors to vehicles and equipment including but not limited to:

1) Casting and material defect,
2) Mistakes in design, manufacturing and installation,

3) Hydraulic impact, shortage or overflow of liquid in boilers or equipment functioning with use
of steam and liquids,

4) Physical explosion,
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5) Rapture, overheating, vibration, clogging as a result of impact of centrifugal forces,

6) Short circuit, sudden increase of current force, impact of induced current and other similar
reasons

7) Explosion of gas mixtures in boilers;
8) Uncontrolled deviation of fuel combustion process from the fixed standards;

9) Loosening, jamming, breakage of steel ropes and chains, falling of the insured objects and
hitting other objects by them;

1. Insurance of drilling operations, including insurance of public liability in the course of
drilling.
The amount of insurance indemnity shall cover
a) Loss caused by damage or loss of the insured property;
b) Cost of work on resuming or attempting to resume control over the well;

¢) Cost of work on cleaning the territory and bringing it to its condition as was before onslaught
of insurance case;

d) Expenses incurred by the Insured in order to minimize the loss that is subject to indemnity
under the Contract (such as extinguishing of fire, limitation of fire propagation, limitation /
mitigation of emergency consequences), when such expenses were necessary and were made
under instructions of the Insured, even if the respective measures did not succeed.

Such expenses shall be indemnified in proportion (commensurately) to the result of division of
the insurance amount by the amount of the insurance cost of the damaged (lost) property
regardless of possible exceeding (when considered together with other indemnity amounts) of the
Insurance Amount under the Contract.

€) Any necessary and reasonable expenses related to preliminary investigation, court proceedings
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or other expenses for settlement of any claims imposed on the Insured, which may be subject to
indemnity under the Contract, provided that preliminary consent of the Insurer for the same had
been obtained.

Insurance indemnity shall be paid in the following cases:

1.Full death of insured property — in the amount of the real / actual cost of the property as on the
day of entering into the Contract minus cost of leftovers that are good for further use;

2. Partial loss of insured property, structural death - damage of property beyond restoration
(repair) or when the cost of restoration is equal or above the real / actual cost of the item — the
indemnity will cover the difference between the real cost of property at the moment of entering
into the Contract and the cost of leftovers that are good for further use.

In case of damage of property — damage that allows for possible restoration of consumer
properties of the property item — the indemnity shall cover the cost of such restoration.

The cost of restoration of property shall include any reasonable expenses required to restore
the insured property item to the condition as was before the onslaught of insurance case:

- cost of purchasing of materials, parts, fittings, and accessories;
- cost of work to repair and restore control over well or attempts to restore control over well;
- Transportation cost and other necessary expenses.

Deductions shall be made from amount of reinstatement costs of wear of the parts, units,
assemblies and components which are replaced in the course of repair. The amount of the
deductions shall be calculated on the basis of realizable value of these items as on day of
occurrence of insured event and their new value. When establishing the amount of expenditures
on reinstatement of the property, the prices for materials and spare parts, rates for work on
reinstatement of the property and services related to this shall be taken into account at the time of
entering into Insurance Contract.

2. Property insurance for all risks

2.1. The amount of damage shall be determined by the Insurer on the basis of the insurance act
prepared by its representative and documents obtained by the authorized bodies (hydro-
meteorological service, fire inspection, emergency service, police, investigation bodies, court and
others) and other organizations (estimating, expert etc., having the respective permits),
documents, confirming the amount of the incurred damage as well as the Insured's application on
place, time, reasons, and other circumstances of the damage incurred to the insured property.

2.2. Total insurance compensation on all insured events can not exceed the insurance amount on
this property stipulated by the contract.
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2.3. Total loss, property destruction occur if the reinstatement expenditures exceed the insured
value of the insured property at the moment of entering into Insurance Contract

2.4. Insured property shall be considered as damaged if reinstatement expenditures do not exceed
the insured value at the moment of entering into Insurance Contract.

2.5. When replacing damaged parts or items despite the fact that there was a possible repair of
them without threat to safety of utilization of the insured property, the Insured shall be given a
compensation of the cost of repair of these parts or items, but it shall not exceed the cost of
replacement.

2.6. Reinstatement expenditures shall include:
2.6.1.expenditures on procurement of materials and spare parts for repair;

2.6.2. expenditures on payment for work on repair. Expenditures on payment for work on repair
shall be reimbursed on the basis of the average rates for the similar work, effective at the site of
work performance and at the moment of occurrence of the insured event.

2.6.3. expenditures on delivery of the property, equipment, vehicles, materials to the site of repair
required for reinstatement of the insured objects to such a state in which they were shortly before
occurrence of the insured event.
